LA HISTORIA Y EL LEGADO DE UNA ANTIGUA CIVILIZACION

La cultura ibérica es desconocida y enigmatica en muchos
aspectos. Incluso hoy en dia descifrar su escritura ofrece grandes
dificultades.

Sus origenes se sitdan en los siglos VIy V a.C. Los ilercavones
(los iberos del valle del Ebro) rendian culto a la fecundidad y la
vida, con las mujeres como sacerdotisas. No era un hecho casual,
la mujer tenia un gran estatus social e incluso podia reforzar
alianzas politicas, como en el caso histérico del célebre Anibal.
Las necropolis ibéricas testimonian un fuerte sentimiento religioso,
vinculado a creencias naturalistas comunes a todos los pueblos
del Mediterraneo. Los ilercavones vivian de la agricultura, la
ganaderia y la mineria, extendiendo sus pueblos amurallados por
las orillas del Ebro. Las murallas eran de gran consistencia y
estaban reforzadas con bastiones y torres. Poblados como el
Castellet de Banyoles, de Tivissa, son una de las mejores muestras
de la cultura ibérica en Cataluna.

HISTORY AND LEGACY OF AN ANCIENT CIVILISATION

In many aspects, Iberian Culture is both unknown and enigmatic.
Its origins situate it in the fifth and sixth centuries B.C. yet even today,
the de-coding of their scriptures proves difficult.

The llercavons (the Iberian tribe in the Ebro valley) worshipped fertility
and life. Their women were priestesses and this is no coincidence.
Women enjoyed a very high social status, and could even reinforce
political alliances such is the case of the famous Hannibal.
Iberian necropolises bear witness to strong religious feelings linked
to naturalist beliefs found throughout Mediterranean villages.
The llercavons lived from crop-farming, cattle-farming and mining.
Their walled villages could be found along the banks of the river
Ebro. These walls were well-built and reinforced by bastions and
towers. Settlements such as Castellet de Banyoles in Tivissa are
one of the best examples of Iberian Culture in Catalonia.
